Accredited Exercise Physiologists (AEP) are qualified allied health
professionals equipped with the knowledge, skills and competencies to
design, deliver and evaluate safe and effective exercise interventions
for people with acute, sub-acute or chronic medical conditions, injuries
or disabilities.

AEP accreditation is available to graduates of an ESSA-accredited exercise
physiology degree. All AEP applicants must also meet ESSA’s practitioner
accreditation entry requirements.

Deakin’s Master of Clinical Exercise Physiology was the first exercise
physiology course in Victoria to be accredited by ESSA. You can apply
