Pathway to psychology registration
If you’re interested in pursuing a professional 
career in psychology, you’ll need to complete 
an approved fourth year of psychology study 
such as Deakin’s Bachelor of Psychological 
Science (Honours), or the Graduate Diploma 
of Psychology (Advanced). After this, you may 
apply for provisional registration with the 
Psychology Board of Australia.

To gain general registration, provisional 
psychologists must then complete a minimum 
of two years of postgraduate study, such as 
a Master of Psychology (Clinical), Master 
of Psychology (Organisational), Master of 
Professional Psychology (one year course 
plus one year of training), or Doctor of 
Psychology (Clinical).
