The four core units for this course have been designed to build your
knowledge and skills in relation to (i) educational context, policy and
leadership in challenging times, (ii) evidence, analysis and evaluation
for educational improvement, (iii) leadership for staff development
and well-being, and (iv) leading and managing innovation, change and
improvement.

You will be able to complete the full complement of eight units by
selecting unit sequences chosen from additional combinations of
research preparation units and a range of specialist elective studies.
The course provides a pathway to PhD if you are interested in
furthering your research.

Recognition of prior learning

The University aims to provide students with as much credit as
possible for approved prior study or informal learning which exceeds
the normal entrance requirements for the course and is within

the constraints of the course regulations. Students are required to
complete a minimum of one-third of the course at Deakin University,
or four credit points, whichever is the greater. In the case of
certificates, including graduate certificates, a minimum of two credit
points within the course must be completed at Deakin.

You can also refer to the Recognition of Prior Learning System which
outlines the credit that may be granted towards a Deakin University
degree and how to apply for credit.

Recognition of Prior Learning may be granted to applicants based on
prior studies and/or equivalent industry experience.
