Anthropology

Anthropology is the study of humanity in

the broadest sense. Anthropology at Deakin
focuses on the ways human society creates its
communities in diverse cultural settings. Studies
in anthropology prepare you to understand and
work with people in diverse and international
settings. Topics studied include poverty and
development, crime and violence, belief
systems, health and illness and human ecology.

You may find employment in community
relations, the education sector, government
departments, the health industry, media
corporations, research consultancies and
welfare organisations.

Arabic

Australia’s trade with the Middle East has
more than doubled in the past decade,
making it an increasingly important region
with broad strategic, economic, religious

and cultural influence. Studies in Arabic help
you develop communication skills in modern
standard Arabic, with language fluency further
enhanced through an understanding of Middle
Eastern history, culture and society. In-country
language programs are available to students
undertaking a major sequence in Arabic.

Chinese

Mandarin Chinese is one of the world’s

most important languages. It is the official
language of the People’s Republic of China,
Taiwan and Singapore and is one of the five
official languages of the United Nations.
Develop your Chinese language proficiency
at Deakin through various program streams
designed for beginners, post-VCE learners, and
heritage speakers. Enhance your intercultural
communication skills by exploring Chinese
culture, history, and society across a broad
range of topics.

Criminology

Learn to evaluate and critique how digital
technologies impact society. Examine
